Market Sheep/Goat Weigh/Tag Day

4-H & FFA market sheep/goat weigh & tag day is Friday, May 1 from 5-6:30 pm at the fairgrounds, Red
Lodge. Project members are allowed to tag 2 animals for 4-H and 2 animals for FFA. It is MANDATORY
that all sheep and goats have a scrapie tag in the ear when they arrive (contact your breeder if you don't
have one). FFA members are required to sign a waiver to keep on file at the Extension Office; only one
waiver is needed to cover all FFA animals.

Market Swine Weigh-In (Optional)

Project members who wish to compete in the county Average Daily Gain Contest are invited to bring
their market hogs to the fairgrounds during sheep/goat weigh-in on May 1. Market swine can be tagged
at this time. This is a new award program focusing on feeding and nutrition while earning the most
efficient weigh gain in market animals. All 4-H and FFA market animal exhibitors are encouraged to
participate.
